Aspire to the highest level of ethical conduct and professionalism, on the field, at practice, and in the community. This includes being prepared for and creative with practice, training and games. 

Treat players, parents, referees, opposing coaches and players with respect, always remembering that soccer is a game, and dealing with adversity is a life lesson from which the players can learn. Coaches represent the players, the team, the Club and the soccer community in general. Their actions can influence and impact on all those that they represent. Strive for composure and levelheaded actions. Avoid mean spirited statements and actions. 

Demonstrate through their actions a commitment to the Club, its mission statement, bylaws and policies.
