  Athletic Scholarship Grant Application and Program Rules

          Amended January 1, 2019 by the Scholarship Committee Members


I.  Program Objectives


1.  To stimulate the growth of academic, and sports interests in our youth and help them mentally, physically, emotionally and intellectually to become more of whom they desire 
to become.

2.  To stimulate the personal and academic development of each Scholar. 


3.  To help in the entry and/or registration fees, lodging, uniforms, transportation, meals and incidentals, of a needy scholar registered and accepted to compete locally, regionally, nationally or internationally in any sport as an amateur athlete while residing in El Paso, Texas.  

4.  To keep our youth alive and encourage our children and teens to reach for their dreams and fight for what they believe in.
5.  To stimulate student involvement and participation in our community and in the community at large.
II. Scholarship Committee Regulations

1. Any Dance for Dreams Member is eligible to participate in the Scholarship Committee.

2. Members and their immediate families are eligible to apply for the scholarship. However, if a member’s relative is under consideration, the member shall have no voting rights, though at the request of the remaining committee he/she may provide relevant information on the qualifications or needs of the applicant.
3. The Scholarship Committee may disqualify an applicant if the application forms are not timely or properly submitted; if there is lack of sufficient merit in the application; or if in violation of a rule or portion of rules as detailed in Section III of these By-Laws and Rules.
4. Committee members are designated by the President on a voluntary basis and will serve on a year-to-year tenure basis.
5. Committee members must be actively involved in the organization monthly meetings 
      and events.

6.   All decisions of the Committee are final. 

III. Scholarship Program Application Rules and Regulations

1.  New Scholarship candidates must submit a complete application form, including an appropriate most recent school transcription of completed courses, a letter of acceptance or registration to the organized sport event competition locally, regionally, nationally or internationally, two recommendation letters from teachers preferably in the athletics department, proof of Dance for Dreams organization’s membership (parents/legal guardian), an applicant’s photograph (full body shot), copy of organization accreditation, and a short personal essay, not over 250 words long, on the meaning of his/her desire on competing in the selected sport and how much impact the financial help from Dance for Dreams could make in his/her life and fulfillment of his/her dreams. All required documents must be submitted NLT four (4) months before the competition/event taken place. No Exceptions. 

2.  Award funds will only be applied toward the entry and/or registration fees, lodging, uniforms, transportation, and incidental costs in a specific year not to exceed $300.00.  Other anticipated expenses will be taken into consideration and must be approved by the Committee. Scholarships are only awarded once. Scholar must fill out the detailed statement of expenses at the end of this document for the competition and provide original readable receipts after the event for funds to be awarded.

3.  If more applications are submitted than available scholarships, the scholarships will be granted to those that demonstrate the greatest academic and sport potential, and financial need. 

4.  Scholarships are granted only once for an organized sport event competition. The recipient must show proof of his/her skills, talent, and abilities to compete and qualify for the next level.

5.  The Scholarship recipient must have a cumulative 3.0 point average on a 4.0 Scale at the end of the calendar year or semester depending on when the competition is taken place.


6.  Funds will only be applied toward competitions the student has not yet attended.


7.  Funds could be awarded toward local events.

8.  The Scholarship recipient must inform the Committee, in writing, of any changes in the intended date of competition. Extension of the scholarship in this situation is at the discretion of the Committee.


9.  If an application/form, or a scholarship recipient, violates any of the rules mentioned above, the Committee may, at its sole discretion, disqualify the application, or withdraw a scholarship application or any extension thereof. 

10.  Disqualifications may also occur if an application is not submitted on time or contains any omissions. However, the committee may, as its sole discretion, contact the applicant to point out the omission, or violation, and provide a designated period of time to complete the requirements or correct the application form. 

11.  Scholarship money is raised in fundraising events sponsored by the organization during the year. Recipients are required to volunteer their services at least in one (1) fundraising event during the year for them to interact with the community and encourage others to apply.

12.  Parents/Legal Guardian nor family members cannot vote at the time their children       are applying for a grant while being a part of the committee due to conflicts of interest.

IV. General Scholarship Policies

1.   The application forms and any attached documentation becomes the property of Dance for Dreams. Any intellectual property submitted with the application remains the property of the organization and a copy may be returned at the applicant’s request.
2.  The number of scholarships available shall be determined by Dance for Dreams. By submitting an application, the applicant acknowledges, and agrees, that all decisions of the Scholarship Committee concerning the awards and use of scholarship funds are made in the sole and absolute discretion of the organization, subject to the compliance with all laws, rules and regulations and the availability of scholarship funds. As such, all decisions by the scholarship committee shall be final and binding and are not subject to challenge by the entrants or recipients in any manner. 
3.  Dance for Dreams, reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to terminate the Scholarship program due to lack of funds and to change any rules regarding the grant or use of any scholarships grants. However, a change in rules shall not apply to an award already granted. No termination of the awards program shall apply to a scholarship’s winner rights to an award previously granted.
